6 x 3'. Late Summer-Early Fall.
480-Yellow flowers. Germ: W; D; SIS; 12 ds. Kaufell.

Held400 Heliopsis helianthoides. OX EYE. Per. Sun. 3-6 x 2-3'.
1277-Yellow flowers in mid-Summer to Fall. Haas.
Hel725 Helleborus x hybridus (white picotee). Per. PtShade.
1% x 1%'. Winter-Spring.
199-Nice, white to pinkish flowers with a reddish pink
picotee edge and central markings. Originally from Gisela
Schmiemann. Comes true from seed but markings and
color vary. Germ: Sow immediately in pots or nursery
bed; don’t expect seedlings until next Fall or Spring.

1 x 1'%'. Winter-Spring.
522-Lovely, white flowers that fade to pink. Kushner.
Hel860 Helleborus orientalis subsp. guttatus. LENTEN ROSE.
Per. PtShade. 1% x 1%4'. Winter/Spring.
199-White, cream, pink, or maroon flowers, generously
spotted. Green nectaries. Seedlings of this group are
always of good quality. Cresson.
Hel865 Helleborus ‘Phaeder Strain’.
Shade. 18" x 3'. Early Spring.
1382-Creamy tan blooms with burgundy spots. Ever-
green. Open pollinated. Germ: SR. Gisser.
Hem236 Hemerocallis ‘Happy Returns’. Per. Sun. 18 x 18"; to 3'
in bloom. Summer.
2378-Rich butter-yellow flowers. Plant needs water in
early Spring to set bud in full sun. Long lasting flowers,
that do indeed put a smile on your face! Thomas-Glenn.

1277-Rosy red flowers. Perennial. Haas.

Hem375Hemerocallis species. DAYLILIES. Per. Sun.
1865-Yellow flowers, slightly fragrant. From plants
grown from seed. Similar to hyperion. Germ: D; 84ds.
Seeds not sown fresh may germinate better with several
months at 40°F. Bennett.

3-4 x 2-3'. Summer.
32-Red bloom. Plant Delights.

Hes030 Hesperaloe parviflora (Unknown). RED YUCCA. Per.

Sun. 3-4 x 2-3'. Summer. Zone 5-10.
592-Creamy pink and yellow flowers. Chance nursery
find labelled red yucca but clearly hesperaloe. Summer
bloom very long-lasting, pods also attractive. I am
treating as pot plant given Winter protection. Germ: No
experience growing from seed but will try NST (pot).

Cheerful,
fragrant. Nice cut. Self-sows a bit too freely but easily
controlled by deadheading or weeding. Not aggressive
via roots. Germ: SIS; NST. McDonald, Nancy.

Hes175 Hesperis steveniana. Bien. Sun/PtShade. 2 x 2'. Spring.
965-Lavender flowers. A tireless Spring bloomer that
can flower for 8 weeks starting in March if conditions
are favorable. Germ: CMS; OW; SIS in Fall. Often
germinates in Fall if sown in late Summer. Umphrey.

Heu240 Heuchera villosa ‘Purpurea’. NATIVE CORAL

BELLS. Per. PtShade. 1 x 1'. Summer-Fall.
318-Creamy, off-white flower. Takes drought well.
Garnett.

Hib030 Hibiscus coccineus. SWAMP HIBISCUS, SCARLET

MALLOW. Per. Sun. 5-10 x 3-4'. Summer-Fall.
1277-Red flowers. Mine has survived for four years in a
sheltered spot. Gorgeous. Haas.
1684-Red flowers. I grow this both for its beautifully cut
leaves and its large scarlet flowers, which appear in late
Summer. Germ: BH. Broekhuis.

Hib035 Hibiscus coccineus ‘Albus’. WHITE TEXAS STAR

HIBISCUS. Shrub. Sun/PtShade. 4-10 x 3-4'. Summer. Zone 6-11.
965-White flowers. Native. Needs ample moisture.

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Hib280 Hibiscus trionum. FLOWER-OF-AN-HOUR, VENICE
MALLOW. An. Sun/PtShade. 12 x 6". Summer-Fall.
239-Soft yellow with deep wine throat flowers. Excellent
plant for containers or for filler in a border. Lacy foliage
in itself is very ornamental. Soft yellow flowers are
very workable in any garden. Germ: W; BC; NST; 7 ds.

In Fall, take in and
withhold water and place for 6 weeks in a dark closet.

32-Yellow bloom hybrid of Gladiolus tristis with
Homoglossum watsonium. Great in Rock garden. Plant
Delights.
Hos070 Hosta ‘Frances Williams’ (sport or seedling). Per.
PtShade/Shade. 12 x 24". Spring.
590-White flowers. From an all gold sport of ‘Frances
Williams’. No reversions in over 10 years. Large quilted,
puckered foliage. Burns a bit in excess sun. Stays clean if
sited in shade. Mahony.
Hos130 Hosta kikutii var. yakusimensis. Per. PtShade/Shade.
1-1% x 2'. Summer.
199-Lavender flowers. One of the most drought tolerant
and latest blooming (late September) hostas. Long,
narrow, pointed, glossy leaves even look good planted in
a dry wall. Cresson.
Hos210 Hosta species. Per. PtShade. <12".
1865-White, fragrant flowers with lavender in center.
Seeds are from a wild collected Hosta (species unknown).
Germ: SR. Should germinate at 40°F or 70°F with
refrigerator storage, with dry storage should sow at 40°F.

Hos240 Hosta tardiflora. Per. PtShade. 6 x 10; to 8" in bloom.
Fall.
199-Lavender flowers enhance foliage color. An elegant
species with glossy, dark green, pointed, firm textured
foliage. Cresson.
Hos270 Hostaventricosa. BLUE PLANTAIN LILY, SAVANNAH
WOOD. Per. PtShade. 45". Summer.
859-Blue flowers. Sharp.
Hyd140 Hydrangea arborescens subsp. discolor. SMOOTH
HYDRANGEA. Shrub. Sun/PtShade. 5 x 5'. Summer.
199-White flowers. Although delicate and natural in
appearance, this lacecap is a tough garden plant, more
drought tolerant than most other kinds. This is an
especially good form with striking large pure white
lacecaps. A gift from Jane Golas years ago and receives
prominent location in my garden. Cresson.
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Hyd145 Hydrangea arborescens subsp. radiata. SMOOTH
HYDRANGEA. Shrub. PtShade. 5-6 x 6-8'. Summer.
199-White flowers. A desirable but scarce subspecies
distinguished by felted, gray, stellate hairs beneath
the leaves that give a silvery appearance. Lacecap
flowerheads. Toughness of the species. Cresson.
Hyd230 Hydrangea heteromalla. WOOLLY-LEAVED HY-
DRANGEA. Shrub. Sun/PtShade. 15 x 15'. Spring.
199-Parent plant from seed collected wild in Nepal in
1964. This form may need a sheltered location. Large
white lacecap inflorescences in May. Cresson.
Hyd360 Hydrangea quercifolia. OAKLEAF HYDRANGEA.
Shrub.
1939-White flowers. Showy flowers and Fall color.
Germ: BH; SR; NST. “No pretreatment necessary, fresh
seed germinated profusely in two weeks”—Dirr. Urffer.
Hyd375 Hydrangea scandens subsp. chinensis (syn. H. umbe-
lata). Woody. Sun/PtShade. 4-5 x 4-5'. Spring-Summer.
199-White flowers. More tolerant of drought, sun, heat,
and late Spring frosts than H. serrata, but similar in
stature and appearance. Lacecap flowers from late Spring
on. This is the form from Camellia Forest refered to in
Dirr’s hydrangea book. Cresson.
Hyd403 Hydrangea serrata (early light blue). Shrub. Sun/
PtShade. 4 x 4'. Summer/Fall.
199-Light blue flowers. Earlier blooming, lighter blue.
A much admired color on a well formed, compact
plant. Evenly moist soil. This is called H. macrophylla
var. megacarpa by Ohwi in Flora of Japan. It is the
predominant wild form on Hokkaido. (H. serrata
is considered a variety of H. macrophylla by some
botanists.) Cresson.
Hyp100 Hypericum latisepalum. Shrub. Sun. 4-5 x 4-5'. Summer.
Zone 4-8.
199-Bright yellow flowers. Shrub to 4 x 4'. An arching
fountain with large 2" flowers for over a month in
Summer. Second generation from seed collected in
Yunnan Province, China as SABE 24 A. Not commercially
available, zone 6. Cresson.
Hyp125 Hypericum frondosum ‘Sunburst’. GOLDEN ST.
JOHN’S WORT. Shrub. Sun/PtShade. 2-4 x 2-4'+. Summer.
1277-Nice large yellow flowers. Good Fall color. Haas.
Hys301 Hystrix patula (syn. Elymus hystrix). BOTTLEBRUSH
GRASS. Per. PtShade/Shade. 12 x 12"; to 3' in bloom. Late
Summer.
2429-Germ: CMS: 30ds. Bricker.
le150 [Ilex verticillata ‘Winter Red’. WINTERBERRY. Shrub.
Sun/PtShade. 6-10 x 6-10". Spring.
1277-Red berries. Shrub to 10'. Excellent for the Winter
color of the berries. Haas.
100 Illicium anisatum. JAPANESE ANISE-TREE. Tree.
PtShade. 10-15 x 8-15'. Summer. Zone 8-10.
32-Plant Delights.
Imp105 Impatiens balfourii. An. PtShade/Shade. 3-4 x 2
Summer-Fall.
2515-Bicolor rose and white flowers. Easy to grow from
seed. A great impatiens for the shade garden. Doblmaier.



Imp11S Impatiens balsamina. GARDEN BALSAM. An.
PtShade/Shade. 24 x 8". Summer-Fall.
592-Showy pink old-timer, self-sows madly, repeatedly,
easy to weed out. Seems to resent transplanting. A
cottage garden must. Germ: NST; SIS ASAP may be best.

Nice annual, reseeds
easily, adds height to a garden, good cutting flower.

HIMALAYAN JEWELWEED,
HIMALAYAN BALSAM. An. Sun/PtShade. 3-10 x 1-2'. Summer/
Fall. Zone 6-9.
522-Pink-pale flowers on a lovely annual that reseeds
freely. Maybe too freely in damp places. Succulent-
looking with hollow stem. See Impatiens: the vibrant
world of Busy Lizzies, Balsams, and Touch-me-nots by
Raymond Morgan for photographs and advice.

GILIA, SKYROCKET. An./Bien. Sun/PtShade. 6" spread; 2-3' in
bloom. Spring-Summer.
1277-Red flowers. Self-sows, but is not obnoxious.
Beautiful ferny foliage and lovely red blooms. Likes it
hot and dry. A hummingbird magnet. Haas.
Iris ensata. Per. Sun. 3'5 x 374'. Summer.
590-Blue-violet with white veining. A shorter Japanese
iris (30"). Mahony.

Kall105 Kalimeris incisa. Per. Sun/PtShade. Late Summer-Fall.
208-Lavender flowers. This is an underused plant similar
to boltonia, but more dependable in bloom and with
much more presence. The flowers are larger, it blooms
earlier, and weaves better than boltonia. Long blooming.
Self-sows. Germ: NST; W, 7d. Dahlke.

Keil00 Keiskeia japonica var. hondoensis. Per.

24-36 x 18-24". Summer/Fall.
199-White flowers. Rare Japanese native for lightly
shady woodland location. 2-3' tall with terminal flower
spikes Sept-Oct. Mint family with scented foliage.
Zone 5 hardiness. Cresson.

Kir110 Kirengeshoma palmata. YELLOW WAXBELLS. Per.

PtShade. 4-6 x 2%-3'. Summer-Fall.

Germ: Scfy; CMS: 90ds; R; L. Highest germination
rate used 30min. in sulfuric acid followed by 79ds cold
stratification—Dirr. Method had a 91% success rate.

2533-White, soft pink, and hot pink mixed flowers.
Nice climber for difficult situation. Grows without extra
water in crummy soil along our stock fence and blooms
gorgeously. Perennial and tough as nails. Germ: Rtp;
NST. Tap-rooted, so transplant only when very small.

24-40 x 6-12". Summer. Zone 3-8.
1585-White to pale mauve flowers. Ancient medicinal
herb. Best grown as single specimen because each plant
drops dozens of painfully sharp seeds which naturalize
easily. Scofield.

Lep006 Lepechinia hastata. TenPer. Sun. 5-6 x 2-3". Summer-Fall.
590-Purple-rose flowers. Extremely fragrant foliage
(sage-like). Vigorous grower, 3-5' tall in flower. Try this
if you have a bit of sun and deer. Mahony.

Les230 Lespedeza thunbergii ‘Edo Shibori’. Shrub. Sun. 6 x 5'.

Summer.
208-Pink and white flowers. Arching branches with
flowers sequentiallly arranged along them. Pealike leaves.
Cutback shrub. Scant flowers the first year. Germ: Soak,
warm water; 10d. (Seeds so small can’t soak!) Dahlke.

Leul25 Leucojum autumnale. AUTUMN SNOWFLAKE. Bulb.

PtShade. 8 x 6 to 10" in bloom. Fall.
1003-White flowers in late Summer. Charming, small
plants with little bell-shaped flowers. Zone 6 with
protection. Wells.

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Lev105 Levisticum officinale. LOVAGE. Per. Sun. 3 x 2'; to 6' in

bloom. Summer.

Lial60 Liatris microcephala. DWARF GAYFEATHER,

DWARF BLAZING STAR. Per. Sun. 12-18 x 6-12". Late Summer.
199-A dwarf species suitable for the rock garden forming
clumps of 12" pink flower spikes above narrow grassy
foliage. Cresson.

Lial85 Liatris pycnostachya. PRAIRIE BLAZINGSTAR,

KANSAS GAYFEATHER. Per. Sun. 5'. Summer-Fall.

Members who
donated five or more types of seed to this
year’s Exchange, as well as this year’s
Seed Exchange volunteers, may order 10
bonus packets.

Complete and send it with your
check for $15.00 payable to HPS/MAG.
