The National Trust, the UK's leading heritage charity, saved Gertrude Jekyll's Munstead Wood from loss. We must now raise all the funds to restore and reimagine her garden and her pioneering Arts and Crafts house, a design collaboration between Jekyll and the young Edwin Lutyens, architect of the British Embassy in Washington.

Our ambition is to restore and reimagine Munstead Wood as a vibrant space for curious minds to explore gardening, art and design, spark creativity, and grow together.

Munstead Wood will be gently adapted to create space for workshops, lectures and seminars focusing on gardening, garden design, decorative art and architectural history. There will be apprenticeships and learning opportunities for people of all ages and abilities as well as a leadership program focused on creativity and generative ideas. A dedicated studio apartment in the house will offer opportunities for students and scholars to stay in Munstead Wood and truly immerse themselves in the atmosphere. There will be a dedicated media suite for creating high quality content so people can access Munstead Wood anytime and anywhere. In the garden, there will be a small makers studio that artisans will be able to rent ensuring craft skills continue to be practiced at Munstead Wood. We will create a dedicated learning space, offering opportunities for young people to discover gardening, but also grow skills and confidence. And we will offer tours throughout the house and the garden for small groups of interested individuals, and opportunities for specialist and private events.

To initiate the delivery programs needed to restore and reimagine Munstead Wood, we first must raise the funds for the essential Munstead Wood Masterplan. Thanks to generous supporters, we have secured two thirds of the costs. We now need to raise the remaining $180,000.
